Take the following steps to use the channel locks to inhibit the movement of the bottom carriage, 
machine, or top plate.

Use the top channel lock to hold the top plate or machine in place and stitch straight from right 
to left.

To prevent the channel lock from loosening over time, use needle-nose pliers to tighten the 
bottom 4 mm hex nut against the rubber foot. Tighten the other hex nut against the channel 
lock barrel.

Use the bottom channel lock to hold the bottom carriage in place and stitch straight from front to 
back.
